An unknown suspect entered the pharmacy through the front entrance.  The suspect approached the 
counter, displayed a handgun and demanded cash.  The employee complied, handing the suspect an 
undetermined amount of cash, and the suspect fled on foot.  
The suspect is described as a black male approximately 6 feet, 1 inch tall.  At the time of the incident, 
the suspect was wearing a red hoodie with Ohio State in white lettering, carrying a dark blue book bag 
and white gloves.
